We invite submissions from educators beyond traditional English/Language Arts classrooms.
Librarians, STEM educators, humanities educators, music and arts teachers, social studies
educators, and other literacy stakeholders are encouraged to share how children’s and young adult
literature informs learning, inquiry, and disciplinary practice.

Submitted manuscripts should be double-spaced, using Times New Roman 12-point font with 1”
margins.

Manuscripts should not exceed 20 pages (roughly 5,000 words) and should follow APA 7™ edition
guidelines.

Please include a separate title page with author(s) information, affiliation, mailing addresses,
telephone numbers, and e-mail addresses.
